· 1 task a week to be completed
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“Where I Belong” Poem 
Write an acrostic or shape poem, about what makes you feel you belong.
You might include:
· All about your home and family
· People who make you feel part of your community
· Other places where you feel like you belong e.g a sports club / mosque / church etc
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Wales in Shapes and Patterns
Children explore Welsh identity through shapes, symmetry and pattern.
· Choose a Welsh symbol (dragon, daffodil, leek, Celtic knot, mountain outline, school logo).
· Break the symbol down into 2D shapes (triangles, circles, rectangles, hexagons).
· Create a shape picture of the symbol using only these shapes.
· Count how many of each shape they used and record it in a simple table.
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Science and Technology
Welsh Weather Watcher
Keep a simple weather diary for 3–5 days.

· Record the weather each day using symbols (sun, cloud, rain).
· Add the temperature if you can.
· Write a short explanation of how the weather in Wales affects what you wear, what you do, and how people live.
This links to how our environment shapes our daily lives.
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Health and Wellbeing
People Who Help Me Belong
Create a “belonging circle” showing the people who help you feel safe, supported and part of your community.
Include:
· Family
· Friends
· Teachers
· Clubs or groups you belong to
Write one sentence about how each person or group helps shape who you are.
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Humanities
My Map of Belonging
Create a simple map showing the places in Wales or the world that matter to you and your family.
· Add places such as your town, a favourite beach, or somewhere special you visit.
· Write one sentence for each place explaining why it is important to you.
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Expressive Arts
Belonging in Wales Art Challenge
Create a piece of artwork that shows what Wales means to you.
You could draw, paint, collage or use digital art.
Ideas include:
· Welsh landscapes (mountains, rivers, valleys)
· Symbols (dragon, daffodil, leek, Celtic patterns)
· Your community or school
· Diversity and togetherness
Your artwork should show how Wales shapes your identity.
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
